This course examines major theories and research, both classic and contemporary, on the
psychology of the “self.” The “self,” as you will see, is one of the most studied
constructs across the field of psychological science. We will explore how psychological
scientists study the self and examine the many psychological processes and behaviors
that are associated with it. Our class sessions will feature lecture, discussion, and active
learning exercises. You will be responsible for the information that comes out of these
class sessions, as well as the information covered in supplemental assigned readings
(e.g., journal articles, book chapters).

During in-
class discussion, students will form a sub-group of 4-5 people and discuss about each
article. Within each group, one student will take a facilitator position and lead the
discussion in their own group. Students should bring 1-2 questions/thoughts on each
article before each class. This will greatly help you be active in discussion (which is
basically your credit for participation).

IV. Course Requirements and Grading Criteria

Midterm and Final Exams (2%100 points = 200 points total)

Midterm and final exams will be held offline during midterm and finals weeks (see the
schedule below). Each exam is worth 100 points (format TBD). These exams are not
cumulative and will only cover material from their respective section of the course.
However, understanding the material from midterm exam will help you do well on final
exam. The exams will test your understanding of the information presented in lectures,
assigned readings, and group discussions.

Thought Questions and Participation (200 points)

To encourage thoughtful engagement, students are required to submit short responses to
Thought Questions prior to each class session. These questions will be posted in advance
and are designed to prompt critical reflection on the week’s topic or reading. Your
submissions, along with active participation in class discussions, will be used to assess
your engagement. Questions, comments, thoughts, and communication are considered as
class participation, which will be graded by the instructor (me).

Final Grades (400 points in total = 200 for exams + 200 for thought questions and
participation)

Your total percentage will be rounded to the nearest whole number and assigned a letter
based on your performance.
